EMVCo recently issued a test plan including the test speciý cations of the major 

credit card brands. Until now, manufacturers and issuers of contactless cards 

needed to pass compliance and interoperability tests at speciý c MasterCard, 

Visa, JCB and American Express laboratories or follow dedicated test procedures. This 

is a time-consuming and costly operation with no pre-certiý cation tool available.

The Routex system components - POS Payment Terminal, FEP and Payment Acquiring Host ï are tested for IFSF conformance 

individually by verifying the communication þ ows with their environment. The Integri Tool enables to simulate each element, send 

a number of commands (triggers) to the units under test and monitors how the unit reacts.

New EMVCo Tool: 
EMD Testing for Contactless Terminals

EMD is a disturbance on the data signal generated by the functioning of the electrical circuit of your Proximity 

Integrated Circuit Card. The noise is added to the normal data streams and can degenerate the communication 

between a card and the Proximity Coupling Device (PCD). The tool checks how your PCD deals with EMD and enables 

to pass the mandatory EMVCo certiý cation for contactless terminals. 

EMD concerns the unwanted additional noise that is generated by the Proximity Integrated Circuit Card (PICC) for example when 

fast cryptographic calculations are used during eg. Generate AC, Internal Authenticate and External Authenticate Processing. 

The Integri EMV Contactless Terminal Test Suite ï which is indispensable for testing and debugging EMV Contactless devices at 

the communication protocol and timing levels - can now easily be extended with this new Electromagnetic Disturbance module. 

As it uses the same Integri Platform and MicroPross SCL-1 hardware, thereôs no additional investment 

needed. However, the extension can run as a standalone tool as well.

The tool covers the set of 100 test scenarios to which contactless terminals should conform to obtain 

EMVCo certiý cation. Today it is the only certiý ed tool available on the market and will soon be used 

as benchmark tool at EMVCo laboratories.
